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We don’t have many guarantees in life, but there is an ultimate certainty in every life…and it is death. Some day, we will all leave this world. There’s simply no way to avoid it. And, contrary to pop culture, there are only two options that await us; heaven or hell. When we’ve breathed our last breath in these human vessels, we will pass into eternity, and into eternal separation from God or eternal fellowship with the Father. Amazing to think that something so significant can be summed up so simply, but there is a literal hell and a literal heaven, and our decision to accept or reject Jesus will place us in one location or the other. Why do we have this choice? Because of Jesus’ sacrifice on the cross once for all sin and His resurrection and victory over the grave we also have victory over the grave – if we repent and believe.

Jesus understands what awaits all people, and He understood it while He walked the earth in His earthly ministry.
